This is your opportunity to make sure The Oaks will be a good fit for your family and child(ren), and for the administration to ensure your family and student will have the best chance of thriving at The Oaks. The potential student’s academic background, as well as the family’s educational goals will be discussed. Both parents and the child(ren) are required to attend.

1. Assessment/Placement Testing (if needed)
A student’s prior academic achievements will certainly be considered in the application process, but primarily for grade/course placement. Placement testing helps ensure The Oaks is equipped to meet the student’s academic needs, and the child is placed in the appropriate grade or course level. 

5. 	Enrollment 
Families will receive notification about the status of their enrollment after completing the application process (steps 1-4). Upon acceptance, The Oaks Academy will provide a Welcome Packet with additional information. A student is officially enrolled at The Oaks when their application has been approved and the family has made a non-refundable tuition deposit of $200 per student. This deposit will be applied toward the balance of their annual tuition.

VIII. Tuition Agreement
The annual tuition for one student is $4,750. TOA tuition payment cycle is from August to May (10 months). If you are accepted, your initial non-refundable payment of $200 to reserve your student’s spot is applied toward your remaining tuition balance. The remaining balance may be paid in one of three manners: One annual payment due August 1, two semi-annual payments due August 1 and December 15, or 10 monthly payments automatically withdrawn on the 1st of each month (August-May).  Understanding that TOA administration will be making hiring decisions, as well as purchasing equipment and curriculum to meet enrollment needs, your first payment signals your financial commitment for the remainder of the semester. This contract will be binding even if your child is withdrawn or expelled. Exceptions to this policy include when a family moves, or if the vacant seat is filled by an incoming student in that class.
